To challenge Firefighter I, you must have 8 years experience and have completed 1121, 1131 and/or 1152, hazardous materials operations, and have current first aid/CPR.  The Chief and the person applying must fill out a skills verification package prior to testing.  To challenge Firefighter II, you must have Firefighter I and the SCFA auto extrication class.  Please take full advantage of this last opportunity.
